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Exhibition on Christianity in China Coming to DC Sept. 28-Oct. 2
WASHINGTON, D.C. (September 21, 2011) — A traveling exhibit on the spiritual life of Christians in China will be at the Mount Vernon Square location of Wesley Theological Seminary in downtown Washington, D.C., on September 28-October 2, 2011.  The exhibit explores the history and re-emergence of Christianity in one of the world’s fastest growing and most watched nations. 

Wesley @ Mount Vernon Square is at 908 Massachusetts Ave, NW, across from the Washington Convention Center. The exhibit will be free and open to the public.
Washington, D.C. is the first stop of a four-city tour of Thy Word is Truth: The Bible Ministry Exhibition of the Protestant Church in China. The exhibit includes museum-quality interpretive displays and historical Chinese Bibles and Chinese Christian artifacts, most of which are seldom seen outside of China. Pieces on display will include a fourth century Bible, a nine-foot long carved wooden mural of the life of Jesus Christ, historical photographs, artifacts, traditional Chinese paintings, calligraphy, wood carvings, paper-cuts, batik and more. 
In addition to the materials on display, the exhibition will include two seminars. One will focus on theological education in China; the other will look at church life in China today. 
"The re-emergence of Christianity in China is a potentially dramatic transformation," said Wesley Theological Seminary president David McAllister-Wilson. "China isn't going to be just the center of the world economy.  It will be the center of world Christianity.  It is already the fastest growing Christian community and may soon be the largest in the world." 
Wesley Seminary, which has strong relationships with the China Christian Council and theological education schools throughout Asia, is the host organization for the exhibition's visit to Washington, D.C.  Other sponsors include the American Bible Society, the Seventh Day Adventist Church General Conference, and The United Methodist Church General Board of Global Ministries.
The exhibit is organized by the Chinese Christian Council (CCC) and Three-Self Patriotic Movement of Protestant Churches. The CCC is the oversight body for all “registered” Protestant churches in China and has jurisdiction over 8,000 churches and perhaps 55,000 “meeting points” across the Republic of China. The Council is responsible for the dissemination of Bibles and other educational materials and the training of both lay and clergy leadership. 
The opening ceremonies on Wednesday, September 28 at 11am is slated to feature dignitaries including: 

· The Rev. Dr. Michael Kinnamon, General Secretary of the National Council of Churches of Christ in the USA.
· Dr. Katherine Jefferts Schori, Presiding Bishop of the Episcopal Church USA.
· Dr. Lamar Vest, President of the American Bible Society. 
· The Rev. John Upton, President of the Baptist World Alliance.
· The Rev. Dr. Geoff Tunnicliffe, Secretary General/CEO of the World Evangelical Alliance.
“One of the most exciting developments in global Christianity during the last hundreds years has been the growth of the Church in China," wrote Dr. Geoff Tunnicliffe. Tunnicliffe described the exhibition as a great opportunity for Christians in the United States to interact with church leaders from China and learn more about the church there.
